For results based on the sample of –516—national adults in Form B, the margins of sampling error is ±5 

percentage points. 

 

For results based on the sample of –544—adults who are employed full- or part-time, the maximum margin of 

sampling error is ±5 percentage points. 

 

For results based on the sample of –224—parents with children in Kindergarten through Grade 12, the
